Amy Bunyard moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Gavin Beck. The motion was voted on and 
passed. 
Danielle Schwab moved to approve the October council meeting minutes, seconded by Amy Bunyard. The 
motion was voted on and passed. 
 
Treasurerôs Report: printed for review. All expenses staying within budgeted amounts. Gavin Beck moved 
to approve the Treasureôs Report, seconded by Maddi Johnson. The motion was voted on and passed.  
 
4-H Program Report: 
Abby Dunn Fundraiser: Thursday December 15th at the Diamond Mountain Casino from 5-8pm will be a 
spaghetti feed. 4-H clubs are asked to provide homemade desserts, silent auction donations, and help with 
set-up, serving and clean-up any time after 3:30pm.

Opportunity Grants: there were no applicants this year. The funds budgeted for this will be rolled into next 
year. 
 
Club Rosters: each Club Leader should have received a roster, please verify that the members are in the 
correct projects and notify the 4-H Office if changes need to be made. 
 
Enrollment Invoices: will be mailed to the club leader in mid December and due by January 17th. 
 
Club Treasurers: copies of the checks are required on all bank statements. Please contact your local bank, a 
two dollar charge may occur but is necessary. 
 
Market Animal Deadline: members must be enrolled in market projects no later than December 31st to 
show that animal at fair. Notify the 4-H Office is you have additions to projects prior to then.  
 
CE/4-H Office Holiday Closure: the 4-H Office will be closed from December 23rd through January 2nd. 
 
Old Business:  
Ugly Sweater Christmas Party: Amy Bunyard discussed. RSVPôs have come in from most clubs. There is 
a good show of parent interest. 2-4pm Susan River Fire Department on Sunday 12/4/16. 
 
Summer Camp 2017: Loel Griffith spoke with Plumas County 4-H and they attend camp 6/12-6/15. We 
could attend the same time they do and host our own schedule. Milford, Johnstonville, Richmond and Great 
Basin clubs suggested a date after the fair resulting in higher attendance. The cost is $88/night and the coun-
ty would need one adult chaperone for every eight members attending. Clubs need to provide at least one 
parent representative to serve on the 4-H Camp planning committee to be chaired by Loel Griffith of 
Thompson Peak and Michaela Shively of Johnstonville.  
 
Candy Bar Fundraiser: Loel Griffith discussed. Worldôs Finest Chocolate sales will result in a 50% profit. 
Customization requires about a two month prep time for customization only on the box not the individual 
candy bar wrappers. Once a minimum order is placed you can order as many boxes as you need and the 
company will buy back any unsold chocolate.
